Our thirty seventh annual report is -presented with the satisfaction
that your Association and member clubs are on the thre shold of an enormously
expanded public service in terms of total beach safety.

There has been an increase in active memberships this year and clubs
are urged to make very endeavour to recruit' new members in the forthcoming.
season. '

Rescues have increased - and the type of eguipment used has ahown a
significant swing hway from the line and reel. More people are using beach
facilities today than ever before and we will need to update our thinking .
and methods to keep pace during the 70s.

It is distressing to see the very large drop in clubs putting forward
members for instructors certifica tes and medallions and in this regard clubs
must make every effort to improve this. If the revised Bronze medallion test
is accepted this year, hopefully this will improve the current situation.

RESCUES

Recorded rescues for the past twelvd months showed an increase
of 39 on the previous year. We are happy once again to report that during '
the past twelve months NO LIVES WERE IOST WEI[LST PATROLS WERE ON DUTY.
This highlights the vigilance of our patrols. ' Nevertheless we must look
ahead to the day when we can patrol a much latger area of beach.

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PUBLIC RELATIONS OFFICER'S REPORT

Although my change of business occupation has prevented the operation
of the full P:R. committee system this season, the level of exposure in. daily
press and through air media has been most satisfactory.

It has been particularly pleasing to note the level of. well-presented
news items generated by our various patrols through their own public relations
officers; and the much clearer rationalisation of the community service
aspect of our wark, as distinct from competitive activities. Much workremains to be done on the emphasis of the voluntary unpaid aspect of our
activities; but the specific attention to be paid to income - generating
activities in the forthcoming 1season. should mal€6 this point-finally and
abundantly clear to the public: -- -

Excellent co-ordination and co-operation has been received from
Council and various sub-committees on public relations; and Auckland
activities have again received substantial support from the businesscommunity through the efforts of all who have helped with the public relations
work.

I would also like to record the close and useful liaison with the
National P.R.0., Mr. Rogers.

PRINT MEDIAMr• Rogers files show items relating to Auckland's work in excess
of 2,600 column inches in editorial and illustrations, a most gratifying
total.

It is very encouraging to note the manner in which newspaper and
magazine editorial staff have made regular follow-ups on Assooiation andindividual patrol matters, on their own initiative, from month to month,
during the peak season, Our annual social function· for news reporters washeld twice this year; and one feature article which arose directly fromthis, produced imme dj-ate .support from a national insurance organisation.
RADIO Six documentary. style items were recorded for current affairs,
radio news and sports office during this season, with N.Z.B. C; one of whichwas used for network distribution. The independent stations also gave
regular support to our work with comments and items through the summer
period. With the. c-operation of East and West Coast patrols, the 1 ZB
surf report holiday service was again successfully operated. We were also
given two most valuable opportunities with a live interview in t.he "Right
of Reply" Programme on 1 ZB; and the three-day N.Z. B.C. service from the
National Championship, (which included network time).
TELEVISIQN:

Two documentaries were produced by N. Z.B. C. on our rescue work and
we have once again enjoyed regular co-operation and coverage from N.Z.B.C.
newsroom, including three sound-on-film interviews.

PATROL ACTIVITIES:
Once again we would thank the clubs for the excellent patrol work

carried out during the season and also for the careful and accurate reportings
of all rescues and those activities involving community displays and services.
We must now face up to the challenge of fully documented activities so that
we can confidently claim to the public the extent of our public services.

After two newsletters and numerous phone calls t o Clubs, an
internal itinerary was .arranged which would service the needs of as many
Surf people as possible in Auokland District.

Careful consideration was given to the question of accommodation
and travel, and it was felt that local billeting was a very useful method
of spi·eading the gospel as the Life Guards would far as long as possible,
be available to Surf Association people. This proved a prudent devision, as
much more was learned from the boys than would otherwise have been, and.at
the same time the Life Guards would le arn the depth of concern and sense of
dedication which exists in Members of the Movement in New Zealand.
