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PRESIDENT’S REPORT

In reviewing the past season’s activities, my first year as your President, I am
particularly conscious of the strains placed on executive officers of our
Movement. In a recent report, the Secretary of the Australian Association said
“Some people are quick to criticise, slow to acclaim the work of the honorary
officers. In a voluntary organisation no man should weigh his work against the
work of another as the work of one may have been done in employer’s time with
no great personal sacrifice, whereas the work of another may have been achieved
at great personal sacrifice.” I consider we are fortunate in Auckland to have both
the administrators and the employers who make this sacrifice.

I must express concern that at club level far too much is left to far too few.
Three of our clubs are going through extremely difficult periods. They need the
support of the Association’s management committee and the stronger clubs, and
in this direction I would like to see our powerful East Coast Clubs assisting with
the patrolling duties of clubs in temporary difficulty. This season has seen the
establishment of a special events squad made up of members from all our clubs
and we may well reach the situation where this squad will have to assist also with
patrol duties.

Mention is made in this report of the Schweppes Leadership Course and it is
my hope that those who attended will be putting into practice what they gained
from the course in the next season. We must at all times continue to be forward
thinking and utilise the time available to the best advantage.

At long last funds are available for clubhouse improvements through
Government grants. Karioitahi lead the field with the opening of their new
clubhouse by the Governor-General on the 21st February. What a wonderful
example of local community support, dedication of club officers and enthusiasm
throughout the club members to complete the project. The Government can
consider the funds allocated to this project most worthwhile. Many of our other
clubs are under way with their particular improvements. To stay in the race for
leisure time support from the youth of this country, we canot continue to offer
second class facilities, nor can we expect married members to continue to patrol
our beaches in all weathers where there is no provision for their wives.

Patrol efficiency, patrolman of the year and the recruitment scholarship
continued this season. Standards remain relatively high, although recruitment is
down and it is difficult to gauge exactly why. We are spending substantial sums
on this facit of our operation.

The past season has been outstanding from the competitors point of view:
The first ever overseas tour of an Auckland team, excellent sponsored local
carnivals, sponsorship of the inter-district team plus increased nipper carnivals,
all amounting to a very successful season. We have sometimes been criticised for
not promoting our competitive activity more strongly. We obviously have to work
harder at training to win national events, but if the effort this past season
continues this standard of physical fitness will automatically improve.

With the advent of sponored carnivals and sponsorship throughout sport in
general, our administrators are working with professional people and I consider
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our image remains as high as ever. We will need a more professional approach on
our part to ensure these sponsors continue to support us. This is not in any way
criticism of our past record but a fact of life in increasing business house support
— without whose assistance we could not continue to function. We continue to
receive sympathetic hearings from local bodies and business houses and it is
particularly pleasing to record the assistance of the Avondale Lions Club who
organised a golf tournament which funded the recruitment scholarship.

During the season we were pleased again to welcome Vincent P.
Moorhouse, our close friend from the Surf Life Saving Association of America,
to the Schweppes Leadership Course. Vince is an inspiration to us all and as a
result of his visit, 2 American Life Guards patrolled our beaches during the past
season and 3 of our Guards will be training in California during our winter.

The ““Auckland Life Guard” continues to grow in stature and is eagerly
awaited. It fulfils the need for information and is a credit to its editors.

The season just completed was surely one of the worst weather wise and as a
result beach attendances and rescues are down when compared with previous
years.

It is pleasing to record this season there were no drownings in patrolled
areas — the main reason for our existence.

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TREASURER’S REPORT

Surf Life Saving in Auckland and in particular this Association, is indeed
fortunate to receive the widespread support that it does.

An examination of the list of donors and supporters shows that a very wide
cross section of the community is represented. This is encouraging to those
involved in Surf Life Saving and who see it as a community service. It is
particularly encouraging to those involved in the planning and organising
function to know, as has been proved in the past, that a well presented
submission for assistance towards a worthwhile project seldom receive a refusal.

The Accounts reflect in terms of money the many and varied projects
undertaken during the last twelve months. All are made possible through the
generosity of donors, sponsors and supporters.

It is particularly gratifying to note that the Auckland Regional Authority is
the largest supporter of Surf Life Saving. Financed as it is by levies on Local
Bodies, the Authority provides an appropriate opportunity for the people of the
region to contribute to this community service. Eight of the Local Bodies
contribute with the Authority in providing the funds for the payment of
Lifeguards who work the weekdays of January.

The Rothmans Sports Foundation, The Auckland Savings Bank, Innes
Schweppes (N.Z.) Ltd and The Auckland Harbour Board make a very tangible
contribution to the work of the Association and their continued support and
encouragement is greatly appreciated.

The grants to Surf Life Saving announced by Government through The
Lottery Board of Control have not yet made a significant contribution to the work
of this Association. In the year under review a total of just over $5,000 was
received of which $4,000 was spent on national projects.

The Income & Expenditure account reveals that expenditure exceeded
income by 3.4% or $2,251. The principle cause can be directly attributed to the
high cost of providing the jet rescue boat service. In the two seasons that it has
been operating as an important back-up service to the West Coast patrols it has
cost $4,800 in excess of sponsorship fees received.

Members funds are now reduced to $2,352.

All Members of Management Committee are now subject to the disciplines
of financial planning and budgetary controls. This step has been taken to ensure
that projects are only undertaken when funds are assured to finance them. In
addition these controls assist in the priority allocation between all projects to be
initiated during the forthcoming season.

The Association is financially well organised to play a continuing and
prominent role in Beach and Water Safety in the Auckland and Northland
regions.
