Management of an association like ours is not an easy task when you take into
consideration that it is volountary management.

We in Auckland are fortunate to have talented, management orientated people, who are
prepared to take the big step into the unknown, from Club Security to management

responsibility.

\\ In the Chairman’s seat, I am not prepared to attend Management Meetings every Thursday
|| night of the year to hear the ramblings on and personal opinions of people who the only

! thought to the evenings meeting that they have given is on the way to the meeting in their car.

! It would not be tolerated in business, so why should we put up with it in voluntary organisations.

I am grateful to the people who have made up this years Management Committee for the
following reasons:

: Complete dedication_

A total absence of club prejudices and loyalties.
Willingness to work as a team.
Respect for each other.
Personal differences forgotton.

To manage a business well is to manage its future, and yet this year, not a great deal of

thought has been given to our future. We have effectively managed the affairs of the
Association on a day to day basis, but our planning for the future has not taken place.
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In 1975 R.V. (Ric Vidgen) proposed the following:

1. Sell our present investments and seek major assistance aimed at Surf H.Q. Complex
somewhere on a Harbour beach to include:
(a) a S.C.U.B.A. Training facility for our use or hire,

(b) a 50 metre pool for training and a major learn to swim deal free, or near free, to
everyone; professional guards teaching swimming all year round,

(c) suitable clubrooms and gymnasium facilities,

(d) boat launching ramp and storage yard,

Ce) a radio control room,

(O jetty for Coastguardjet boat,

(9) 1 st Aid ariel radio training centre.

While tliis is ambitious it could command subsidy from all levels of Government and
from other areas.

Move gradually into a divisional system of:

(a) Management Services - a service organisation providing finance and non-active
management. There will always be a group of people prepared to hang on to the
name and work in this area if we provide the facility.

(b) An active Life Guard group with active management as at present and a participatory
say in Management Services.

(c) An education group teaching swimming, surf craft, R & R, etc. These would be
professional.

(d) "other services" group - Coastguard etc. etc.
The Planning Sub Committee recommended in 1 970 that:

. That the Association produce a manual on rescue techniques and patrolling.

. That the medical profession be more fully utilised in the training of our personnel.

.. That the conditions of employment for paid lifeguar(is be detailed by the Association.
. That the Association produce a variety of leaflets and pamphlets.

. That a modern presentation certificate be designed.

. That the Association purchase a Resusci-Annie and films on cardio-pulmonary
resuscitation.

7. That inter-patrol contact be fostered.
