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PRESIDENT’S REPORT

To the officers and delegates of the Association there really is no season as planning and action continue
year round and 1977/78 is no exception.

‘one of the best’ Australian visitors; Ocean Beach from Central Coast N.S.W., with Ken Smith and
several old faces added up to more competition than we have been used to in previous seasons. Perhaps
these visits were the warm up needed to achieve our long awaited return of the Norrie Trophy. Add
U.S.A., exchange lifeguards at Christmas and our own people travelling, whose reports are included
elsewhere, the exchange of ideas and techniques continued to flourish on all fronts.

The highlight for the competitors must surely be the very successful Nationals at Waipu Cove. A
magnificent result — Top District, 1st and 3rd in the Allan Gardiner Memorial, Top Ladies Club. Tip-top
performances from all concerned, not least the workers at Waipu Cove.

We have produced more surf medallions than the previous 3 seasons, rescued Ruakaka from recess and
maintained our patrols both paid and voluntary. The report of our patrolling activities appears on
other pages and this season we have taken very accurate statistics for the first time.

Government Grants are coming through with now the majority of our clubs having improved their
facilities.

We are in good shape and have plans for the future which will require much effort. A Key man
conference to prepare our future leaders is fully planned and will take place on 6, 7, 8 October, 1978
and a door knock to raise funds is under for 2 December.

To those who have worked to achieve the season’s results and our many friends in industry and
commerce, grateful thanks and the wish for a successful new season.

DURING 1977/78 SEASON

INTRODUCTION:

The Auckland Surf Life Saving Association initiated a new style report form from the start of the
1977/78 season.

The analysis of the report forms has enabled the following statistics to be compiled. It is hoped that this
will enable a greater study to be made into the causes and effects of the services provided by the patrols.

This report covers a season of 54 days of patrolling together with 18 days of services by regional life-
guards.

Rescues for the season are lower than last year principally through a reduction at Piha (down 96) and
Kariaotahi (down 40).

The classification of rescues between complex and routine is left entirely to the discretion of the patrol
captain.
