The 1978/79 season has seen the Association fulfil its obligations to the public of Auckland with
credit and standards maintained in most facets of the movement.

The highlight of the season was the arrival of our second jet rescue boat, "Lady Campbell", and the
introduction of an inflatable rescue boat for the East Coast.

Competitively our second team to Australia did reasonably well at Newcastle, Central Coast, and
Sydney, New South Wales. The mighty Lions brought back the Norrie Trophy for inter-district

supremacy for the second year in a row. It is very pleasing to report all carnivals were fully
sponsored and we trust were of reciprocal benefit to the sponsors.

We continue to place importance on overseas exchanges for our lifeguards and reports from those

who have travelled this last year are included elsewhere in this report. During the year we hosted
lifeguards from U.S.A., and Australia.

Grants from the Lottery Board of Control have gone a long way in helping clubs improve their
club house facilities, and it is pleasing to note that three more clubs have programmes under way

for the current year.

The Treasurer reports donations and financial support received at over $80,000 which, together
with donations to our Doorknock Appeal, makes the income this year the highest ever for our

Association.

Several of our active Management team are not seeking re-election. Malcolm Beattie, Bob Harvey,

Bert McCarthny and Russell Williams all retire from their present posts at the end of this season.
To each, our thanks for a job very well done. They are not 10St tO Surf and I am sure will be active

in their own way for a long time to come.

Our third house to house appeal was held on 2nd December, 1978, and proved we enjoy large

public support. With the purchase of a second building, the Association will ensure an even firmer
base to support the clubs in the 1980s. Please ensure your very active involvement in Doorknock on

1st December, 1979.

I would like to thank the Officers and Delegates, and all those who have supported the Association

or its clubs during the past season.

DOORKNOCK 1978

As may be seen from the accounts, this exercise netted the Association, and ultimately the Clubs,
$43,000.

Recognition must be made of the subcommittee comprising Messrs D. Black, J. Bertenshaw,
R. Harvey and P. Knight who devoted many hours to organising the Doorknock. New South Wales

Bank officials, Club members, their friends and members of the public who so kindly assisted were

also much appreciated.

Those who were not appreciated were members of the movement who did nothing to help and let
both themselves and the Association down. This was the most notable feature of the Doorknock

other than the excellent publicity and organisation (under the circumstances). It has been proved
that with the collectors on the street on Doorknock Day, our target of $70.000 to $80,000 nett
would almost certainly have been reached.

With the experience of a Doorknock behind us and an approved plan for more, it has been decided
to proceed to Doorknock 1979 under the chairmanship 01 Jack Wild. Changes are proposed by way

of incentives for clubs to ensure that a higher proportion of those in our movement and their
friends participate on December 1st this year. Also in 1979. time and background information are
both available which should obviate any of the pitfalls of 1978.

On behalf of the Association, 1 would like to thank all those who assisted in any way and, to those
who didn't keep the 1st December free, to help with "Doorknock 1979" ... it's our movements's

lifeblood for the future.

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OBITUARY

ROBERT ERROL LEWTON

Surf life saving has lost one of its most respected members as a result of a major accident on

20th April which ended 29 years of active participation in surf life saving.

Robert Errol Lewton was recognised throughout the National Surf Life Saving movement as one of

its leading surf boat sweeps. He contributed in many ways to the acceptance and maturity of surf
boats as a sport within surf life saving.

Errol joined the now defunct Milford Club in 1950, then transferred to Orewa in 1956 before

joining Muriwai in 1962, the Club with which he remained until his untimely death.

His early interest in surf boats developed from surf skis on the East Coast, but he moved to the

West Coast for the challenge of the surf and surf boats.

A quiet campaigner to promote the sport of surf boats, Errol observed keenly the techniques in
rowing skiffs and saw that these could be modified from flat water to the vagaries of the surf. He

combined these teChniques with concentrated crew training on land and In the surf and so earned

the reputation of a sweep who had outstanding ability, particularly in heavy and difficult conditions.

He had the ability to prepare the crews both physically and mentally for the strain of national and
international competition. In his own Muriwai Club he gained the enviable reputation of being the

rowers' choice as Sweep.

Errol was ready to help anyone who showed an interest in rowing. He was instrumental in
arranging and running four annual seminars for boat sweeps which grew in increasing number from

all clubs possessing or contemplating surf boats.

When the Auckland Association was given its first jet rescue boat, Errol became a foundation boat
captain and sat for and obtained his Ministry of Transport boatmaster's certificate.

In 1976 he received a citation from the Association for a daring rescue of a hang glider pilot who
landed on the tiny island off Karekare Beach. The rescue was a tricky operation carried out in 6'
surging surf, and a lifeline from the jet boat to the island saved the pilot.

In the same year, the Auckland Surf Life Saving Association acknowledged Errol's outstanding
contribution to the movement by awarding him a Service Award limited in number each year to
only three recipients.

The holder of ten Auckland titles and six New Zealand titles, Errol had been a regular Auckland
representative since 1972. He represented New Zealand against Australia in 1971 and Auckland
during a tour of Australia in 1976.

Errol is survived by his wife and three children.

RECRUITMENT AND RETENTION 1978/79

RECRUITMENT

This season recruitment and examinations realised 149 (210) new lifeguards and 20 (12) quali fied
instructors the result reflecting significant recruitment gain by Piha, Orewa and Waipu Cove, the
bouyant membership of Muriwai and Red Beach and the continued high recruitment rates of United
and Mairangi Bay.

Early season examination successes and hence overall gains in relation to last year's target were
limited by insuf ficient training and a consequent high failure rate. The action by the Chief

Superintendent in reviewing acceptable standards was reflected in the later higher standard of
candidate passes.

In terms of the Polaroid sponsored incentives results were:

1. Polaroid 5 x 70 Cameria - recruitment related to existing membership:

1st Ruakaka 43%

2nd Piha 37%

3rd Orewa 30%

2. Polaroid Sunglasses - recruitment related to annual targets:

1 st Mairangi Bay 175%

2nd Waipu Cove 150%

3rd Piha 115%

RETENTION

Annual Returns from clubs indicate that each of Karekare. Kariaotahi, Red Beach and Waipu Cove
have a net loss in excess of 20 members for the Season. Only Piha and Ruakaka show a net increase

in membership for the year and such figures can only reflect what must be the most critical problem

facing Surf Life Saving within the Auckland region as we plan for the 1980s.
