PRESIDENT’S REPORT

The Season under review has been one of the worst in memory with bad weather on 27 of our
59 Patrolling Days and together with the advent of the carless day scheme, beach attendances
were dramatically decreased and the miseries of wet weather felt by us all. Weather marred
our Auckland Championships, and just about every other Association carnival, including the
National Championships at Mount Maunganui.

The Season had many highlights. A successful Doorknock on December 1st netted $32,000
with significant increases paid to clubs for providing collectors. A decision has been made not
to proceed immediately with the purchase of a second building due to the economic climate
and these funds, together with the 1978 Doorknock, are being invested on medium term
securities which will produce a significant increase to club payments in the coming year.

Just prior to Christmas, we welcomed Robert Patterson and Greg Crow, the U.S.A. Exchange
Lifeguards, who fulfilled their obligations throughout the January patrolling period. Geoff
Ward of Muriwai and Rod Bremner of Piha leave in June to continue this Exchange
Programme, in the U.S.A.

In January we welcomed Graham Love and his Central Coast team for their second visit to us
and other North Island districts. The exchange with this highly qualified and entertaining team
was invaluable. An invitation to return to Central Coast is on file and this is planned for 1982.
Tentative arrangements are proceeding for Sydney Branch to visit us in 1981 which will ensure
a three branch return Auckland visit.

Alan Kindred, Duncan McKenzie, Chris Stafford-Bush and Russell Hamlet gained
Representative Honours in the New Zealand Team to Australia, with Olympic Honours going
to lan Ferguson, and New Zealand Kayak Representation to Paul McDonald. Congratulations
to these competitors.

In February the Rothmans Foundation announced the largest sum ever offered to our
Association. This grant will support the helicopter and powercraft operations for the first five
years of the 80's. The donation of IRBs from the Sir John Logan Campbell Trust and U.E.B.
Industries ensures that ideal equipment will be on our beaches. The Auckland Savings Bank
announced a grant of $8,000 in May for gear and administrative purposes.

The purchase of ‘Piha Lodge', a home for our helicopter and powercraft operators over their
patrolling periods is a highlight of the past season. Ideally situated, it has already proved
invaluable and is the incentive to maintain the high standard already apparent in these squads.
Muriwal and Mairangi Bay clubhouses are almost completed and the Association has taken
the initiative in guaranteeing an Auckland Savings Bank loan to Red Beach who, we hope, will
be able to build in the very near future after many many months of frustrating delays.

156 new recruits passed the Bronze Medallion, a 5% increase and Mangawhai Heads won our
Patrol of the Year Competition. Top Senior Patrolman was Mark Harold of Waipu Cove, and
Junior was John Aulderman of Red Beach. Queen's Honours went to Life Member Eddie
Millar, Q.S.O.

| am delighted to report that our Parent Body has made a decision to purchase a permanent
Headquarters and that plans for an 80's Conference are now well formulated. We hope to take
a major part in this Conference which will set the guidelines for progress in the coming
decade.

To the many individuals, the A.R.A. and Councils and commercial community who have
supported us in 1979/80 go our sincere thanks. With inflation we constantly need to seek
support from both Central Government and sponsors and we must support these sponsors In
every way possible. Finally, thank you to Madeline Gillmore, our ever-patient office secretary,
and best wishes to all Lifeguards for a successful Season.
