PRESIDENT'S REPORT

For those of us on Management of the Association, the 1982 season has been one of
consolidation. New officers were elected to a number of positions following the retire-
ment of long standing personnel. Short term, this placed strain on a number of the
executives with long term experience. But it is the new people coming through from
the clubs who are our survival for the future.

Back in 1971 a new team of lifequards came together and, over the next decade, est-
ablished great milestones in the history of life saving. The surf rescue helicopter came
into being, IRBs, jet boats, paid lifeguards, fundraising, and many other services. This
decade of planning and implementation was a hectic one for our honorary body of
officers. .

1982 season has now allowed us to stand back and revaluate our position. Planning is
under way for our long range plans leading up to 1990. In the next 10 years the Ass-
ociation will face many problems - retention and recruitment of members, development
of access to beaches, the ever increasing beach attendance and social implications in
terms of leisure time activity.

The major research campaign recently carried out by the Association has proven fund-
raising is the biggest hang-up that members have with their involvement in surf life
saving and it is the main reason why people leave the clubs . . . and leaving they certainly
are.

In the past two years total membership has dropped by nearly 200 lifeguards out of
a current strength of just on 900. The figures are quite staggering.

The responsibility of providing rescue services at our beaches is falling on fewer and
fewer members every year. We are also faced with an increasing number of people
Joining East Coast clubs as opposed to the West Coast. Indeed, some of our smaller
West Coast clubs are facing imminent danger.

Your elected officers this past year have acquitted themselves well in all the positions
of responsibility. Great advances have been made in the areas of instruction and re-
training of members. The Board of Judges have gone from strength to strength and
certainly our carnivals are taking on a far more professional look.

Special mention must be made of the magnificent donation from the Sir John Logan
Campbell Residuary Trust Board of $15,000 to re-equip our radio communication
network on the VHF/FM system. All base sets have now been replaced and new port-
ables will be available for this coming season.

Auckland is indeed fortunate to have such hard working Life Members still actively
involved in surf life saving. Our sincere thanks to you all.

The challenges that lie ahead for us in the future are great, but they are not insurmount-
able. The short term and long term planning of the Association and its clubs will be well
equipped to cope with all that lies ahead. Life saving in Auckland will continue to be a
high profile, very professionally maintained, total rescue service providing beach safety
for the community at large.

CHAIRMAN’S REPORT

On assuming Chairmanship of Auckland Surf's Management Committee, | was perhaps a
little spoilt, and certainly privileged, in what | inherited. My predecessors bequeathed
to me not only the fine premises that are now Surf House, but also a strong body of
talented and experienced people constituting the Management Committee. Thus,
although being one of four newcomers to Management, | could confidently look for-
ward to a year of achievement. At the outset then, | sincerely thank those before me
for their past permanent accomplishments.

However, despite the solid foundation, this year has not been an easy one and | consider
two factors have been primarily responsible.

With our programme of activities requiring continually increasing funding via sponsor-
ship, the general economic climate has caused us to suffer in more areas than one this
last season, necessitating retrenchment to varying degrees in some activities, and ex-
tremely careful manipulation of available funds in others. The evidence of difficulties
experienced by many of our benefactors in continuing their financial support of our
cause increases all the more our gratitude for their generosity. Nevertheless there is no
doubt that the failure of some specific funding programmes to reach maturity, has
resulted in considerable frustration to some members of Management.

With the changes of personnel in key executive positions, it was inevitable that changes
in style and method would appear, requiring parallel adaptation on the part of individuals
within Management. Paramount in this was the need for officers to assume greater
individual responsibility, within defined budgets, as our sphere of activities has ex-
panded beyond the level where all on Management can be fully informed on every
activity. While most have relished the extra responsibility, occasional lapses in comm-
unication have caused confusion and proven frustrating.

It is pleasing to report, however, that despite the difficulties experienced, all members
of Management were able to prove themselves equal to the task. All meetings, exem-
plary in their sobriety, were well attended with positive contributions being the rule.
Reports in general were well presented, and indicated conscientious application to
individuals’ various responsibilities. | have no hesitation in thanking all members of
Management for their efforts over the past season. Sadly, a few have decided not to
seek re-election and whilst | regret their decision, | do wish them every good fortune
for the future.

On the planning side we have initiated programmes of research to define and counter-
act various problems experienced by all clubs. It is anticipated that these steps will
provide ways of overcoming difficulties arising in providing adequate training pro-
cedures, recruitment, retention of members and competition format among others.
Although such programmes are considered long term, | am optimistic that results
obtained and lessons learned will prove of benefit at club level by the start of next
season.

This report would not | believe be complete without mention of those people who,
although not on Management, have assisted us tremendously through the year - and
there are many of them. Our delegate to the N.Z. Council ( who has earned the title
“Mr. Communication’), our office staff and their often-required temporary helpers,
our M.L.Y.T.P. Co-ordinator, and of course our Board of Judges - to these and all
others who have provided assistance, may | extend on behalf of Management our
sincerest thanks.

TREASURER'S REPORT

The following financial statements record the state of the Association's affairs and
operations for the year ended 30th April 1982. An examination of the statements
will reveal that even with an excess of expenditure over income of $4,509 the Ass-
ociation is still in a strong financial position.

While the revenue has remained relatively stable this has been offset by increased
operating costs and a record level of distributions of Appeal Trustees income. The
operating costs of Surf House, the communication centre and secretariat of the Ass-
ociation, are met primarily by grants from the Auckland Savings Bank. The ever in-
creasing shortfall is difficult to bridge by sponsorship.

Investment in assets - namely powercraft, radio and refurbishing of Surf House - has
continued, along with partial repayment of the loan outstanding on Piha Lodge.

The sending of representative teams to Australia and the Nationals has also proved
an expensive exercise for the Association.

The continued operation and growth of the surf life saving movement is dependent
upon its donors, both large and small throughout the community, and for their support
during the year we are profoundly grateful.

AUDITOR'S REPORT

| have examined the financial records submitted to me by the Treasurer of the Auckland
Surf Life Saving Association Inc. and have received satisfactory explanations to all my
enquiries made.
