PRESIDENT

The Auckland Association is responsible for the Auckland and Northland districts, with 14
patrols currently active, involving approximately 800 active lifeguards on the duty rosters.

Since formation in 1933, Auckland patrols have made over 12,000 major rescues and currently
average 280 to 390 per season.

Membership recruitment and retention continues to be our major problem and it is my belief
that a number of our clubs are facing severe manning problems.

Our 50th year has been very successful in terms of fund raising. The Doorknock nett of
$55,186, the ASB grant, the N.Z. Truth $50,000 were some of the highlights.

For us to continue to succeed we must give the “personalities” or unconventional people on
our management teams a generous amount of elbow-room. Even though their impetuosity may
lead to some mistakes it has been my experience that those who step outside the conventional
constitutional mould occasionally will be the ones to set a new direction and get people
motivated. Your petty detail people are essential to the success of a community service such as
ours — but beware the bland rule book man, the telephone diplomat who wants to appease all
parties, the waver of the Constitution under everyone’s noses.

The Association must pursue more involvement in long range research with other specialist
groups and with local bodies. The development of new rescue surf craft and the most effective
techniques for handling them, the constant evolution of single man rescue equipment,
mechanical resuscitation aids, local body plans for beach area development, measurement of
usage and traffic patterns to all areas — all these things require long range and short-term
evaluation and planning, and we must find the people to look at them very soon.

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OBITUARY — CECIL W. SMALL

Surf lifesavers throughout the world lost a real friend with the passing of Cecil W. Small on 2nd
March 1983.

Ces was a humble man who had to be drawn to talk about his achievements and there will be
many of these that will remain unknown to all but a few friends.

His interest in surf life saving covered the full spectrum of the diverse activities that make up our
movement. His life membership of the Red Beach Patrol is testimony to his contribution at club
level.

His Distinguished Service Award from this Association is indicative of his input to the
Association over the many years. Ces will be remembered as a long serving member of
Auckland’s Management Committee where he participated fully in all its activities — not just its
deliberations.

The Association created the executive position of International Liaison Officer to utilise his vast
expertise in this field and his constant contact with so many leaders of surf life saving
throughout the world.

Throughout New Zealand lifeguards can thank Ces for the introduction of the neoprene rescue
tube which has revolutionized single man rescues. He was also the prime mover in establishing
educational exchanges of lifeguards between countries which are now so readily accepted.

World Life Saving was revitalised in the early 1970s and Ces played a vital role in its educational
programmes and its achievements. His appointment as President in 1981 was not only a tribute
to his past contribution, but more likely to utilise his vision and foresight to guide World Life
Saving to reach its goals during his two year term.

His longillness curtailed his activities for surf life saving but his contribution and his concern for
others were obvious right to his death.

Cecil was one of those dedicated achievers that voluntary service organisations need so
desperately. Surf Life Saving counts itself fortunate in having had Ces Small as one of its
members. His wife Beryl, together with Geoff and Christine, have our thanks and sincere
appreciation for letting their family head give of his time and talents to help our cause.

The rather tough times experienced in New Zealand of late have been reflected quite markedly
amongst Management ranks this year. Members have experienced increased demands on
their time and capabilities in their individual business endeavours, and as a direct consequence
have found the requirements of serving Auckland Surf to be somewhat more taxing than in
previous years. Several officers in fact found the commitment too taxing and were forced to
withdraw.

Nevertheless it is pleasing to report that on reviewing the activities during this, our 50th year,
much has been achieved. A rare mixture of experienced veterans and eager new faces has
functioned well to ensure that in addition to Management'’s traditional, mandatory functions
being maintained, progress into new areas has been initiated.

With regard to surf’s most important function, patrolling of beaches, Management has
furthered its policy of obtaining and supplying to clubs the means to enable faster, more
efficient rescues, along with improved central backup via the radio network. Ways of
encouraging higher efficiency within individual patrols have been investigated with the inaugural
Patrol Competition Carnival being held this year. Avenues of increasing recruitment figures
have been explored, and in the coming year, Auckland will initiate a pilot scheme aided at
enhancing school student awareness of surf life saving.

Interesfingly, although no dramatic increases in club membership have occurred throughout
the year, attendance at carnivals has grown considerably, reflecting perhaps the effort that has
gone into modifying carnival programmes and format to permit greater enjoyment for all. The
achievements over recent years of both the Carnival Controller and District Superintendent

have been rewarded this season with recognition of those achievements from the National
body.

Once again the community’s faith in our movement, and the service we provide is reflected in
the Treasurer's report. Despite difficult financial times, support from both traditional and new
sponsors has continued and in many cases increased. There is no doubt that we in surf, and
those who have called upon us for help, are greatly indebted to all of our sponsors.

Nearly all of the present Management Committee have expressed willingness to continue their
responsibilities into the coming season, and as Chairman | wholeheartedly recommend their
services to you. To those who, for one reason or another, have opted to stand down, may I
express on behalf of all in surf, our gratitude for the years of effort you have put in, and the
tremendous results you have achieved.

The Chairman’s report would not be complete this year without special mention of our
President for the 50th. Those who have worked with Malcolm Beattie over the last twelve
months are very aware that our Golden Anniversary year would not have been the success it
has been were it not for his individual drive and achievements.

Finally may | express on behalf of Management a special thank you to the hundreds of club
members who maintained their vigilance on the beaches, through what must have been the
most uncomfortable summer ever.

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FINANCIAL REPORT

The Financial Year finished with a net increase in assets of $74,676 after a record year of
receipts at $422,000.

The Income and Expenditure account shows a net loss of $695, which is a very small
percentage of the total Receipts and Payments.

The Association sells beach and surf information to Auckland radio stations. This, together
with a grant from the Lottery Board of Control, enabled the Association to purchase a
residential property on the beach at Piha which was freeholded during the year. This now forms
part of the Association’s general funds.

The house to house appeal for funds conducted on 6th December 1982 yvielded the highest
return which indicates that the public of Auckland are behind the work of the lifeguard patrols.

All donations over $30 received during the year are listed in the Notes to the Accounts. It is
thanks to this generousity that the programmes of the Association were accomplished.

A record year has been reported by theTrustees of the Association in whom are vested the
commercial property in Grafton Road and the stocks and shares. The income from the two
sources now provide a worthwhile contribution to the running expenses of the patrols.
