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The Auckland Association and its affiliated member clubs face today one of the greatest challenges it has
ever had to face in its 51 years of history.

Changing lifestyles, more leisure time and the general public's demand for recreation is now placing great
strain on our total operation. Beach attendances last year were up an incredible 25% on the year before,
and indications point to this figure being doubled next season. The swimming public in particular using
our West Coast beaches are far more adventurous as to where they wish to swim and as a consequence
of this patrols are having to broaden their activities as far as beach management goes.
Our major problem continues to be within the recruitment area and, although the Metropolitan Life Youth
Training Programme is bringing forward a great deal of younger members who in time it is hoped will
continue through our ranks to take a responsible position, right at this moment we are stretched to our
maximum of providing senior members.

The Association this year intends restructuring its management functions and one of the first areas the
new management organisation will be examining in depth is the number of people required to patrol our
beaches for the future and the beach useage pattern up until the year 1990.
The ocean continues to provide us with great challenges in the Auckland region, but it is these challenges
that the Auckland lifeguard personnel accept with a strong dedication to ensure that our planning is well
based for the future.

Organisations such as ours who cannot understand will not only miss the opportunities of the future but
will be left out in the cold. We must begin to face reality now. A reality that is rather harsh and sometimes
unacceptable to comprehend but it is a sad fact that the Association's number of lifeguards in the past
five years has not increased. Last year as in years gone by we appear to have recruited around 150 and
lost around 140.

A number of our clubs are struggling with numbers and struggling with the enormity of the responsibility
that faces them of keeping first rate patrols on our beaches for six months of the year with an extremely
mobile public that now expects, and in fact demands, beach safety wherever they go.

The Auckland Association has been the pioneer in a number of areas of lifeguarding and the administrators
now need to sit down and plan very carefullythe next six years because, unless this planning is well thought
through, we face very grave dangers as to the extent of our future.

On the positive side surf lifesaving continues to be in very good heart and continues to have a very high
profile with the public, a profile that is considered to be extremely worthwhile and a wonderful humanitarian
service. It has been our policy in Auckland never to refer to our organisation as amateur. We prefer to
refer to ourselves as a professional organisation run on a voluntary basis.

The following report details the activities of the Association during the past year and presents our financial
statement. Without doubt it has been a year of achievement and progress. The impetus that is there now
Will carry through to the future ensuring us of our place in the sun.
