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President’'s Report

The 1988/89 year will be remembered as a period of
exceptional activity for the whole of the Association.

A record number of Rescues, almost double the total of any
previous year, certainly highlighted the service our move-
ment provides for the beach-going public. It also reflects the
diligence and dedication of our Lifeguard patrols in ensuring
that the major objectives of the Association are met.

This increase in rescues is likely to escalate rather than
reduce in the years ahead placing greater pressure on
the manpower resources of our patrols. At the same

time pressures on the administration will become more
intense. Anticipating this, the Association has moved to
rationalise its Management structure by supplementing
a reduced number of members actively involved in the
management function with a small increase in full time staff.
This is a move that some Clubs could perhaps emulate
in order to streamline the decision making process and
improve management efficiency.

Two events of major importance occurred during the past
season. The first of these was the commencement of patrols
at both Omaha and Russell together with the official
recognition of the Community Rescue Service in the Far
North, and the possibility of another operation at Lang’s
Beach. After a period of growth of numbers but only small
growth in the areas serviced this is extremely significant and
places more stress on the movement generally.

The second item relates to the re-emergence of Auckland as
the top District competitively. This was exceptionally grati-
fying, and perhaps is some reflection of the exposure team
members have had during the last 3-4 years to International
competition in the form of overseas tours and visiting teams.

However, one of the most significant projects currently in the
pipe-line, which will push the people of the Association to
new heights, is the Headquarter’s Building. In conjunction
with Coastguard and with the tremendous assistance of a
number of sponsoring organisations 1990 will see us estab-
lished at Mechanics Bay. The location was the dream of the
then Association officers in the early 70’s, and after more than
2 years work is about to become a reality. Surely a high
exposure, high profile building which is appropriate to the
service our movement offers to the public.

While this development is a real move forward for the
Association, we must never forget that our movement is
based on people. At this time when words like business,
money, professionalism and buildings are being mentioned,
the essence of our movement still remains with the people
carrying out the services on the beach. They must enjoy what
they are doing and be able to seek assistance when
necessary for our movement to remain strong.

Finally on behalf of the Association, heartfelt thanks to all
those who have contributed over the last 12 months at all
levels. | trust you have the enthusiasm and fortitude to
continue your efforts. For those who have accepted new
responsibilities thank you, your contribution is welcomed.

Chairman’s Report

In surveying the seasons statistics and reading Club and
Officers reports, one can draw the conclusion that pressures
on the movement have changed. Government led moves to
de-regulate Industries over the last few years have seen
spin-off effects in society, and Surf Lifesaving has not
escaped. A change in beach patronage to mid week and late
evenings has been evident, as leisure time is taken in times
other than the traditional weekend.

Couple these demands with the added pressure on volun-
teers in their working life. The discretionary time they are
able to commit to Surf Lifesaving has diminished, and this in
turn poses a potential problem for the beach using public.

As an organisation we hve reacted to this changing environ-
ment by developing a plan contributed to by all levels of Club
and Association members. We are progressively putting in
place a support structure of professional employees to assist
Clubs and Officers in the many activities from Clubs employ-
ing part time help for secretarial and communications, to the
S.L.S.A. of New Zealand Field Officer programme funded by
the N.Z. Lotteries grant.

With Lifeguarding activities turning to mid week, a need for
an extension to the Regional Lifeguard Service is indicated.
A Manager of Operations, looking after not only the Regional
Lifeguards, but also Radios and the Westpac Rescue Heli-
copter Service, is required. A Competition Coaching position
is also high on the priority list. We are pursuing with both
central and local body Government, the need for a larger
funding base in recognition of the changes that have
occurred in society outside the scope of control by the
volunteer.

Management restructuring is only part of the development
plan. The front cover depicts the proposed combined Rescue
Centre — the new home for Auckland Surf Lifesaving. This
project is a joint venture between Surf Lifesaving and the
Auckland Volunteer Coastguard. The Trust, charged with the
responsibility of developing and running the project, is led by
Dennis Black, and when the centre is built it will provide
considerable savings by rationalising administration re-
sources between our two organisations and it will offer extra
space for lectures, meetings, and storage. With a completion
date of 1990, we should be able to mark 150 years of
settlement in Auckland with the 1990 A.G.M. in our new
home.

While all his planning has taken place we should not lose
sight of the major achievements the Auckland Association
has recorded for the season.

(a) Record preventative actions and rescues.

(b) Competitively, we topped the Inter-districts with the
MIGHTY LIONS bringing home the Norrie Trophy. (With
two overseas tours planned for this calendar year, moti-
vation should be in place for a repeat performance next
season.)

Public Relations

Our Rescue statistics this year say it all. The news reports that we
were able to generate through our life guards activities on the
beaches surpassed the figures that | mentioned in my 1988 report
where | clearly stated that at a retail value our media activities were
in excess of $2,000,000.

In terms of press alone it is estimated that we gained some
200,000 column cms of media activity and in radio some 35 hours
in total of surf reports, news stories and profiles on life saving were
generated.

Television in the summer of 1988 and 1989 seemed to rediscover
surf life saving and a great deal of human interest stories on
activities in the greater Auckland region were beamed out
nationally.

On six separate occasions the Westpac Rescue Helicopter was
featured in major television stories that again have been delivered
to the public of New Zealand.

Through all of these activities we generated a higher profile than
ever before in the history of surf life saving in Auckland. If one was
to conduct market research into the perception of surf life saving as
it is today | believe the top of mind awareness to our movement
would even be greater than that of major advertising consumer
brands.

The Europa Rescue Boats again featured prominently in our
releases, and this is backed up by the support one would see in
the overall statistics.

With the ever increasing deregulated market of television in New
Zealand, itis my belief that we can capitalise on this to ensure that
our life guard competition programmes are covered and are taken
to air.

To ensure continuity of sponsorship in these programmes it is
essential that our awareness is maximised.

Now that the Resue Centre project is well under way, thanks to a
magnificent effort by the Trustees from our Association headed by
Mr D.F. Black, we are faced with a mega opportunity to firmly
secure our position as a major acquatic rescue unit in Auckland.

The public launch of the building will need to be planned in such a
manner as to capitalise on the high level of media interest in the
project.

The extended patrols that were carried out at Muriwai and Piha at
the completion of the Surf Life Saving season in 1989 proved to be
absolutely necessary and gained us further valuable media profile
after the completion of the season.

The Associations professional staff and management will need to
examine any extension of this coming life guard season with a
great deal of wisdom and caution.

Our summers indeed appear to be getting longer and consequently
surf life saving is put in a position where it is required to provide a
service beyond its normal human resource capabilities.

This year we launched our new logo and over the winter period it is
intended that a range of products be identified for a summer
launch and a campaign that will generate dollars through the
licensing of the mark but will also bring further awareness to the
movement in general.

Inthe 1988 annual report | stated that that year was my last season
and | would not be seeking re-election, and yet 12 months later |
find myself in the position still in office and still considering
standing down.

However our constitution clearly calls for people that have a
background in public relations or advertising to take up the position
of the Association’s Public Relations Officer.

At this point of time no one person has come through our
organisation to be clearly identified to take over this role.

The person we seek must be available on a daily basis at all times to
be able to respond to the media’s requests and to generate stories
in all facets of the media that are available to us. Accessibility
therefore is the key word because without this accessibility the
stories will not be generated and the Association will not be in a
position to place it's point of view in front of the public.

In conclusion, the past 12 years that | have been the Association’s
spokesman through the Public Relations Office have been re-
warding ineed and it has been a pleasure to work with the every
professional media personnel that we have available to us
throughout our Auckland region.

Attimes the communication that is delivered to the media and then
absorbed by our members can be controversial to say the least, but
we cannot please all of our own people all of the time.

Theresults clearly speak for themselves and for those that wish to
be judgmental the very clear point that | must leave with you is that
in terms of media exposure in an overall position, we achieved
record publicity, unequalied before in the history of our movement
and indeed in the history of New Zealand Surf Life Saving.
