Since its inception in 1971, the Auckland Surf
Life Saving Association has been instrumental in
developing Helicopter Rescue work not only in
New Zealand but also internationally but the time
has now come for the citizens of the Greater
Auckland region to have a far greater responsi-
bility for the future of the Rescue Helicopter.
The Trust will provide that vehicle and will ensure
the Rescue Helicopter is placed on a very sound
commercial and operational basis for the years
ahead.

To the Chairman and members of the Auckland
Management Team my sincere thanks for the
outstanding effort and energy you have given to
the development of life saving over the past year.
To the Executive and patrolling members of the
clubs in our region, a job well done, and thank
you for your continued support.

lifeguarding activities in the Auckland district

over the last 12 months. The milestones are
recorded in detail in your officers’ reports. In this
report | will attempt to review some of the high-
lights.
Our Management plan continues to be deve-
loped, reflecting the changing needs of member
clubs. The structure of management and succes-
sion has been addressed in the newly adopted
Constitution. Next year the emphasis will be
placed on fully pro-active beach plans, the first
having been developed during this season by the
United and Piha clubs who recognised a special
need to patrol areas other than their traditional
patrol area in front of the club. It was gratifying
to see in this plan the East Coast clubs of Mairan-
gi Bay and Red Beach offer to help by supplying
personnel to supplement the membership of
these two West Coast clubs in their volunteer role
of patrolling the new areas. The problem at this
beach was brought home to us with the drown-
ing of three people outside our traditional areas
of influence. New pressures on the recreational fa-
cilities of the West Coast are being created by Lo-
cal Authorities developing recreation areas,
parking, and encouraging visitors without giving
lifesaving or the safety of the potential visitors to
these new areas a second thought.
We continue to save high numbers of visitors to
beaches and statistically the holiday period
around Waitangi day has become our most active
period. This year 29,250 bathers visited our
beaches with 131 being saved.
The new Clubs of the district continue to develop
with clubhouses about to be built at Whangarei
Heads and Omaha. However, it is with regret that
we report the Russell Club has put itself into tem-
porary recess.
The Far North Community Rescue at Ahipara
continues to flourish while at the other end of our
district, Raglan are assisting their local Council
with a development plan for the Raglan area.
In the area of finance this year has been difficult,
having to cope with the continued downturn in
the economy and the pressures this has placed on
our traditional fundraising efforts. The sponsor-
ship market was put under extreme pressure by
the Commonwealth Games which led to a with-
drawal of support from a number of our tradition-
al sponsors.

It is with a great deal of pride we can review the
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Chairman’s
Report

Over the next 12 months we will be looking to
new and innovative funding ideas.
Management and staff have, over the last 12
months, concentrated their efforts in support of
the volunteer organisation and in their plan, their
aim is to protect this structure by developing non
core activities away from the traditional volunteer
structure with the use of Surf Associates and
Trusts. To this end we have re-structured the staff
functions and developed a more efficient
operation.

Accommodation for the Association continues to
be a problem; Clubs and Association Committees
continue to increase pressure on our present fa-
cilities at the No. 2 Cargo Shed with up to five
meetings a night and bookings for venues being
made months ahead.

All statutory approvals have been obtained by the
Trust for our new joint venture facility with the
Coastguard at Mechanics Bay. The project has
been stalled by the legal argument between the
A.RC, Auckland Harbour Trusts and the Govern-
ment and this has meant a temporary withdrawal
of funds until agreement is reached. The Trust is
presently negotiating temporary funding to allow
progress.

With new powers of responsibility invested in the
Local Authorities which includes responsibility
for beach and water safety, the Local Authorities
have now recognised that our volunteer system
of providing that safety is a cheap option. This is
evidenced in a number of areas where a soften-
ing of attitudes towards funding and support for
capital works is apparent.

In concluding, let me congratulate all our volun-
teers who have given freely some 48,000 hours
of their time to patrol the beaches of Auckland,
keeping them safe for another year; let us also
remember those background supporters who
stand on committees, officiate at competitions
and examinations and do the 1,001 things that
keep our organisation functioning.

Thank you for your support in what has been a
difficult but rewarding year.

All the Clubs in this district are grateful to the
S.LS.A. of New Zealand for their support by way
of sponsorship and funding.
